SUMMARIES OF PROPOSED
CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
Pursuant to requirements of the Georgia Con-
stitution, Attorney General Christopher Carr,
Secretary of State Brad Raffensperger, and
Legislative Counsel Betsy Howerton hereby
provide the summaries of the proposed con-
stitutional amendments that will appear on the
November 5, 2024, general election ballot for
consideration by the people of Georgia (short
captions are those adopted by the Constitu-
tional Amendments Publication Board):
-1-
Provides for a general law state-wide home-
stead exemption that may differentiate among
political subdivisions.

Shall the Constitution of Georgia be amended
so as to authorize the General Assembly to
provide by general law for a state-wide home-
stead exemption that serves to limit increases
in the assessed value of homesteads, but
which any county, consolidated government,
municipality, or local school system may opt
out of upon the completion of certain proce-
dures?”
Summary
This proposal amends Article VII, Section II,
Paragraph Il of the Georgia Constitution to
add a new subparagraph (a.1) to authorize the
General Assembly to provide by general law for
a state-wide uniform homestead exemption.
The law may limit this exemption to different
political subdivisions that do not already have
existing homestead exemptions, and may pro-
vide for political subdivisions to opt out, or for
future political subdivisions to opt in.
A copy of this entire proposed constitutional
amendment is on file in the office of the judge
of the probate court and is available for public
inspection.

Provides for a state-wide Georgia Tax Court.

Summary
This proposal creates a state-wide Georgia
Tax Court with state-wide jurisdiction for
use under certain circumstances. It contains
provisions relating to venue, jurisdiction, and
powers of such court. It provides for appoint-
ment of Georgia Tax Court judges with quali-
fications to be provided by law, and for filling
of vacancies.

Summary

This proposal raises the amount of tan-
gible personal property tax exemption from
$7,500.00 to $20,000.00. It amends Code Sec-
tion 48-5-42.1 of the Official Code of Georgia
Annotated in subsection (b).

If approved by a majority of the voters, the Act
becomes effective on January 1, 2025, and
applies to all tax years beginning on or after
that date.

If the Court at the trial finds that the facts set
out in the Petition to Terminate Parental Rights
are true and that termination of your rights
will serve the best interests of your child, the
Court can enter a judgment ending your rights
to your child.

If the judgment terminates your parental
rights, you will no longer have any rights to
your child. This means that you will not have
the right to visit, contact, or have custody of
your child or make any decisions affecting
your child or your child’s earnings or property.
You will not thereafter be entitled to notice of
proceedings for the adoption of the above-
named child by another, nor will you have any
right to object to the adoption or otherwise to
participate in the proceedings. Your child will
be legally freed to be adopted by someone
else.

Even if your parental rights are terminated:

1) You will still be responsible for providing
financial support (child support payments) for
your child’s care unless and until your child is
adopted;

2) Your child can still inherit from you unless
and until your child is adopted; and

3) Your child can still pursue any civil action
against you.

This Court will conduct a provisional hearing
upon the allegations of the Petition on the 25th
day of October, 2024, at 9:00 a.m., at the Union
County Courthouse, Blairsville, Georgia. This
Court will conduct a final hearing upon the al-
legations of the Petition and enter an order of
disposition on the 19th day of December, 2024,
at 9:00 a.m., at the Towns County Courthouse,
Hiawassee, Georgia.

The child and other parties involved may be
represented by a lawyer at all stages of these
proceedings. If you want a lawyer, you may
choose and hire your own lawyer.
