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 Q.  How many culverts 
are in the county on county 
roads?
 A.  We have been in the 
process for two years of inven-
torying all county culverts and 
determining their condition. This 
has never been done before.   At 
present, we have about 75% of 
them inventoried.  
 The results so far are 
2,737 total culverts inventoried 
with  779 culverts needing im-

mediate attention; 772  need 
watching; and 1,186 are in good 
condition.  
 I hope you can see from 
all of this information that it is 
a tremendously difficult job and 
excellent job that our Road Dept. 
does.  These costs never go down, 
but only increase and I hope that 
you can more fully understand 
when the county is always look-
ing for more innovative ways to 
fund our transportation network. 
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Enter the 4th Annual 
Union County Farmers Market 
Community Flower Show. It is 
open to the public and there are 
no entry or admission fees.  Dates 
for this year’s show are Friday, 
August 10th from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. 
and Saturday, August 11th from 9 
a.m. to 2 p.m.

Entries will be received 
between 1 p.m. and 4 p.m. on 
Wednesday, August 8th and 9 
a.m. to 12 noon on Thursday, Au-
gust 9th at the Haralson Memo-
rial Civic Center Auditorium in 
Blairsville and limited to exhibi-
tors from Union, Fannin, Towns, 
Lumpkin and White counties in 
Georgia and Clay and Cherokee 
counties in North Carolina.

Containers for cut speci-
mens will be provided to the 
exhibitors at time of registration. 
Cut specimens cannot exceed 30 
inches in length.

Exhibitors must grow 
their horticulture and correctly 
identify plant material with the 
common and botanical names on 
the entry forms.  Plant identifica-
tion assistance will be available 
at registration.  Plants must have 
been in exhibitor’s possession at 
least 90 days.

In addition to the three 

Flower Show at Civic Center
divisions we had in last year’s 
show, Horticulture, Youth and 
Education, we will also have a 
Design Division this year.  The 
Design Division is also open to 
the public but requires registra-
tion in advance. The classes 
are Spring Elegance, Summer 
Iridescence and Fall Abundance 
each staged in a niche, and Win-
ter Elegance staged on a table 
with china.  If you have never 
formally entered a floral design, 
two of these classes are for nov-
ices. Information, schedule and 
rules are available by telephon-
ing Stephanie Gray at 706-745-
3714 or emailing stephg@wind-
stream.net. If you decide to make 
an entry in the Design Division, 
please call as soon as possible to 
register.
